· Potential to establish or proven scholarly research and publication record appropriate for a Research University with Very High research activity (Research Extensive)—breadth and depth of scholarly work needs to be commensurate with rank;

· Commitment to social justice, innovation, and collaboration in working with schools and university colleagues.

· Teaching experience in K-6 schools or equivalent settings;

· Capacity to lead courses focusing on diversity and a commitment to integrating diversity related materials into the mathematics curriculum; 

· Experience in integrating technology into teaching.

· Graduate-level course-work in mathematics.
