The position involves teaching undergraduate and graduate courses in mathematics education and
mathematics, and interacting with and directing doctoral and master® studentsCtheses in mathematics
education. The successful candidate will be expected to conduct a research program and publish in scholarly
journals. Salary will be commensurate with qualifications and experience.

The new hirewill be joining an active M athematics Education faculty within the Department of Mathematics
and Statistics. Mathematics Education programs within the department include aBA degree in mathematics
in preparation for the Single Subject Teaching Credential and two Master of Artsfor Teaching Service
(MATS) programs. At the doctora level, the Joint Doctoral Program in Mathematics and Science Education
is offered with the University of Californiaat San Diego and is administered through the Center for Research
in Mathematics and Science Education (CRMSE). CRM SE is an interdisciplinary research center that brings
together 23 researchers (including 10 mathematics educators from the College of Education and the College
of Sciences), 5 active faculty emeritus, and 2 international visiting scholars. Externally funded research
projects bring in over $20 million dollars for a given 5-year period. There are 21 currently funded projects,
many of which involve interdisciplinary collaborations and work with local school districts.
